The Grain Production Placement Proficiency was sponsored at the state level by the 
Georgia Plant Food Educational Society. 
 
All proficiency winners received a plaque and a cash award. State winners receive $100, 
as well as $500 travel money to attend the National FFA Convention. Additionally, the 
advisor of the state winner also received $100 cash. Second place winners received $50, 
and third place winners received $25.
