Proficiency awards are granted to FFA members who have excelled in their 
Supervised Agricultural Experience (SAE). The Agricultural Mechanics Repair 
and Maintenance Entrepreneurship Proficiency involves programs in which 
students independently acquire career experience operating, repairing and 
maintaining agricultural structures, machinery or equipment, including lawn 
equipment. 

The Agricultural Mechanics Repair and Maintenance Entrepreneurship 
Proficiency was sponsored at the state level by Kubota Manufacturing of 
America.

All proficiency winners received a plaque and a cash award. State winners 
receive $100, as well as $500 travel money to attend the National FFA 
Convention. Additionally, the advisor of the state winner received $100 cash. 
Second place winners received $50.
