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STATE WINNERS IN THE DAIRY PRODUCTION PLACEMENT PROFICIENCY

The Dairy Production Placement 
Proficiency involves activities where students acquire industry experience by 
working alongside professionals implementing programs that utilize the best 
management practices available to produce and market dairy cattle and dairy 
products efficiently.

The Dairy Production Placement Proficiency was sponsored at the state level by 
the Georgia Veterinary Medical Association.

All proficiency winners received a plaque and a cash award. State winners 
receive $100, as well as $500 travel money to attend the National FFA 
Convention. Additionally, the advisor of the state winner received $100 cash. 
Second place winners received $50, and third place winners received $25.
