Team members
attend a news conference, then use the information gathered to complete
individual practicums in press release writing, commercial production, and
graphic design. Each team member also completes an editing exercise and a
general communications quiz.

All individual and team winners received a plaque and a cash award. Individual
winners received $100, second place individuals received $50 and third place
individuals received $25. The winning team was awarded $2,000 travel money to
attend the National FFA Convention. Additionally, the advisor of the state winning
team received a $100 cash award.
