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STATE WINNERS IN AGRICULTURAL SALES CAREER DEVELOPMENT

(CDE) were recognized at the 98th Georgia FFA State Convention held at the 
Macon Centreplex on April 22-25, 2026.

CDE awards are granted to FFA members and teams who have exhibited 
premier leadership, personal growth and career success in a variety of 
competitions. The Agricultural Sales CDE is a team event designed to provide an 
individual with the basic skills to take advantage of the career opportunities 
offered in the sales field. Sales are an essential part of a market economy. 
Agricultural products benefit from sales skills, both for inputs for production and 
the marketing of the products. 

All individual and team winners received a plaque and a cash award. Individual 
winners received $100. Second place individuals received $50 and third place 
individuals received $25. The winning team was awarded $2,000 travel money to 
attend the National FFA Convention. Additionally, the advisor of the state winning 
team received a $100 cash award.
